CONTRACT SUMMARIES

Ten-month teaching personnel work 180 student days, 11 scheduled service days, 1 unscheduled
service day, and receive eight paid holidays.

Ten and one half-month personnel work all work days and receive all holidays as ten-month
personnel plus ten additional workdays as scheduled by the Superintendent or his designee.

Eleven-month personnel work all workdays and receive all holidays as ten-month personnel plus
twenty additional workdays as scheduled by the Superintendent or his designee.

Twelve month personnel receive vacation, all teacher holidays and the additional holidays of July 4,
December 23, 24, 25, 28, 29, 30, 31 and January 1. All other days including non-school days are
workdays for twelve-month personnel.

The two-hour early dismissals on September 4, November 235, and December 22 apply to all staff
and students. Other early dismissals apply only to students.
